The 1870 US Census shows Henry Buke living in Pahaquarry, 
Warren County, New Jersey, with Columbia as the post office.  
Henry's occupation is listed as being a farmer, and his 
household included wife Laura and his son William, aged 19.  
At one point the Burkes moved to Calno, south of

,n the Spring ���� edition of the Walpack 
Historical Society 1ewsletter, Scott <ashay wrote a 
wonderful article about the history of =inc *rave 
0arkers. ,n this article , delved into the lives of 
the four people in Walpack Township, 1ew Jersey, 
who are buried under a ]inc monument.
The ����s were a vibrant time in $merican history. The 
industrial age opened up numerous new and exciting 
possibilities for a great number of people.  Part of that 
progress made its way to Walpack Township. This is 
evident in its village, commercial and agricultural growth.
The four people buried in Walpack Township with ]inc 
grave markers were part of that ground swell 
of advancements and possibilities. They all lived 
the maMority of their lives in the ����s, and all lived 
during the turbulent times of the &ivil War.
The first three people , researched are located in the 
Walpack &enter &emetery, in Walpack &enter, 1ew Jersey, 
on the eastern side of the )latbrook 5iver. These are 
Henry %erk �also spelled %urk, %uke, or %urke on some 
documents�, Horace 0itten, and ,saac /osey. The fourth 
is 0ary Smith 5osenkrans who is buried in the /ower 
Walpack &emetery.

Henry Berk was born in Pennsylvania in 1796. He 
died in Warren County, New Jersey in 1876 at the age of  
80 years old.  His wife Laura was born 
about 1805 in New York State and died at 
the age of 79 in 1883.  He was buried in 
Walpack Center Cemetery with a tall zinc 
monument as a grave marker.  They had 
at least nine children, including Sarah, 
John (buried behind his father in the 
Walpack Center Cemetery with his wife 
Hannah), Henry, Synthia, Catharine, 
Emma, Franklin, William and Margaret, 
as cited in Henry’s will.

Henry and /aura·s daughter &atharine 
married 0oses Hull. They lived in 
Walpack.  He died in 1866.  Moses Hull’s original 
headstone, along with son Victor’s, are presently located 
on the Military Trail near Van Campen Inn in Walpack.

Discovered along the Delaware River in the 1950s. these 
gravestones are cenotaphs (empty tombs). Since Moses and 
Victor Hull are buried with other members of their family in 
the Lower Walpack Cemetery and their names identified on a 
newer grave marker, the original gravestones were relocated 
along Military Trail on the property that was once Moses Hull's 
homestead.

$ recorded road return for ���� with accompanying map 
shows Henry·s house along the west side of 5idge 5oad 
�Thunder 0ountain 5oad�.

2n 0ay �, ����, property deeds show Henry and /aura %urk 
purchasing ��� acres from /evi 5osenkrans. In ����, he 
purchased an additional ��� acres from /evi.  This property is 
located on both sides of Thunder 0ountain 5oad south of the 
current Thunder 0ountain &amp. The Hopkins ���� 0ap of 
Sussex &ounty shows H. %erk at the same location.

Property deeds show Henry and /aura %erk as well as John 
and Sarah Heaney �could be Haney� Tuit claim deed to 
John Shoemaker. This deed is dated 1ovember ��, ����.  
This shows that Henry owned this land prior to that date in 
����. The land amounted to ��� acres.  Shoemaker sold it to 
Jesse %ell in ����. Jesse %ell sold it to &ornelius *unn in 
����. That house was bulldo]ed by the federal 
government in ���� since part of the back wall was 
collapsing. Henry also owned property on the hill across 
the road from &hado )arms in ����, located along what is now 

NPS 615, in Walpack Township.

The 1850 US Census shows Henry Burke living 
in Walpack, New Jersey, as a farmer.  He is 
listed with his wife Laura (noted as Lora) and 
five of his children: John, Henry, Catharine 
(noted as Conthy), Emma Jane and Frank.

The 1860 US Census lists Henry Burke as a 
farmer living in Walpack, New Jersey, with 
Walpack Center as the post office.  He is living 
with his wife Laura, three of his children 
(Emma, Franklin, William) and Jacob Mills.

+RUDFH MLWWHQ was born in ����, in Hampton, 
1ew Jersey, and died at the age of �� in ����.   He 
was married to Hannah Spangenberg in ���� in 
Walpack &enter.  Hannah was born about ���� in 
Sussex &ounty, 1ew Jersey, and died in ����.  
Horace is buried in the Walpack &enter &emetery 
with a ]inc grave marker currently lying flat on the 
ground.  5esearched records do not show where 
Hannah is buried.  She lived another �� years after 
Horace died.  Several of her Spangenberg relatives 
are buried in the Walpack &enter &emetery.
Horace and Hannah had at least six children, 
including (llen, William, &atharine, 0ary $nn, 
*eorge and 0aria.  Their son William was a &ivil  
War veteran. He was a soldier with &ompany �, ��th 5egiment, 1ew 
Jersey Volunteers, as shown on his headstone in the PeTuest 8nion &emetery in 
Warren &ounty, 1ew Jersey.

,n the ���� 8S &ensus, Horace and his wife and three of their children are living in 
1ewton, 1ew Jersey. Hannah·s brother John Spangenberg and his wife Sarah and 
their children lived next door to Horace and Hannah.
,n the ���� 8S &ensus, Horace �shown as Horris� and his wife and five of their 
children are shown living in 0ontague Township, Sussex &ounty, 1ew Jersey, with a 
'eckertown Post 2ffice. His occupation was farm laborer, with a personal estate 
valued at ����.

,n the ���� 8S &ensus, Horace �shown as Hnase 0ilteer� and his wife Hannah, and 
their daughter 0aria �aged ��, are shown living in Walpack, 1ew Jersey, with a 
Stillwater Post 2ffice.  His occupation is laborer, and Hannah·s occupation is keeping 
house.
,n the ���� 1J State &ensus, Horace �shown as Horrace� and his family are living in 
Walpack, 1ew Jersey.  He is listed as a laborer.  His and his wife Hannah·s birthplace 
is listed as Hampton. ContJnued on QH� �

Henry %erk·s Will was dated 0ay ��, ����, and probated on June �, ���� in Warren 
&ounty, 1ew Jersey. The epitaph on Henry Berk's grave marker reads, ´Thy Word 
&ommands 2ur )lesh to 'ust, 5eturn <e Sons of 0en� $ll 1ations 5ose )rom 
(arth at )irst and Turn to (arth $gain.µ
The %erks were well known in Walpack, as Henry %erk·s offspring married into the 
Stoll, )uller, Petty, %evans, /osey, /ayton, Struble and %ell families.

$braham /. $ber �$be� was born in 
Hainesville, 1ew Jersey in ����.  He and his 
wife (li]abeth �5oy� were married in ���� 
and celebrated their ��th wedding anniversary 
in 'ecember ����.   Together they raised one 
son, 5oy.

Since the children seldom left Walpack Valley, Mr. Aber saw 
to it that they knew what the Atlantic Ocean and New York 
City looked like. He took them to Madison Square Garden 
to see the circus, made many trips to the Bronx Zoo, and 
even went to the Statue of Liberty. 

With two typewriters and a mimeograph for the students’ use, 
they put out a 12-page newsletter called the Minisink Valley 
News which they sent to the boys who were in service.  In 1943 
the school received an award for an editorial published in the 
Minisink News by a ten-year-old who told of his experiences 
in New York and in Walpack. He praised the aid of his 
teacher, Abe Aber. The certificate was presented by then 
former County Superintendent of Schools, Ralph Decker who 
also praised Mr. Aber’s work in “teaching a variety of things 
not in the regular curriculum.”

As schoolmaster, Mr. Aber made a lasting impression on the 
lives of all his students. His name was synonymous with 
industry, loyalty, cooperation, interest in his work and 
community and love for rural life.  He was known throughout 
Sussex County “for his reputation as a fine teacher, a good 
disciplinarian and a friend of the youth.”

$be received his early education at the 
Hainesville and /ayton schools in Sandyston 
Township. $fter completing his high 
school education in 1ewton, he went on to

,n ���� at the age of ��, he took over as schoolmaster at 
Walpack &enter·s one room school where students ranged 
from kindergarten through the eighth grade. Some of the 
students were about the same age as he was.  He continued to 
be Walpack·s schoolmaster for the next �� years with only a 
one-year break in ���� when he and other young men from 
Walpack Valley went to 'etroit to work in the automobile 
industry.  0r. $ber returned to his teaching position in the fall 
of ����. $fter two other one-room schoolhouses closed in 
Walpack, students were transferred from as far away as 
)latbrookville, and by ����, his students totaled ��.
His home on 2ld 0ine 5oad in Walpack included a nine-acre 
farm where he raised at various times, chickens, sheep, hogs, 
and sometimes two or three cows.  $ll these 0r. $ber tended 
to before leaving for school in the morning and later it was 
shared by his son.
0r. $ber was more than Must a teacher, his daily duties also 
included bringing the children to school in the morning and 
taking them home in the afternoon.  While at school, he kept 
the fire going in the pot belly stove and kept the building and 
grounds clean. With no indoor plumbing or electricity, during 
his first years of teaching, water needed to be carried from a 
spring about ���� feet away across a field.  That was until he 
introduced the first modern convenience for the school ² a 
hand pump Must outside the door. 

$s a carpenter during the summer months and with electric 
coming to Walpack &enter in ����, 0r. $ber introduced the 
first industrial arts shop where he installed a lathe and Migsaw 
for the manual training class. There was a sewing machine for 
the girls and a piano on which the children were taught by a 
woman who visited the school one day a week. $lthough 
only a grammar school, he introduced biology to the children 
with specimens of small snakes and insects in Mars of alcohol.  
$be also took the children on hikes where they learned tree 
and plant identification.

During the next 20 years he devoted his time to his second career, 
woodworking and refinishing in the workshop he built behind his 
home in Layton.  He held a life membership in the Sussex County 
Education Association and was the recipient of the first certificate 
awarded by that organization.  He was also a member of 
the Kittatinny Lodge F&AM of Branchville for 37 years. 
Abe enjoyed hiking and was an avid hunter – his favorite game 
being woodcock and grouse. He was also a member of Sandyston 
Hunt Club.

Abraham L. Aber died in Allentown, Pennsylvania on August 25, 
1986.  Many of his former students have shared fond 
memories of their early education with their beloved teacher.  
Those memories have been compiled in a small book that is part 
of this year’s display in our museum.  Please stop in to see 
our display featuring Walpack Center’s one room schoolhouse 
and its schoolmaster, Abraham Lincoln Aber.

MISSING GRAVESTONE TO BE RETURNED TO FRANKFORD PLAINS CEMETERY

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AFTER 60 YEARS

While participating in Branchville’s 2024 
annual townwide garage sale, a gentleman 
saw the sweatshirt I was wearing with the 
logo, “Walpack Historical Society” and 
asked if I was associated with that 
organization.  He then told me about a 
gravestone found in Walpack many years 
ago by his former neighbor.  Interested in 
the story behind this gravestone, I 
contacted a family member of his former 
neighbor.

The following was shared with me by the 
oldest child of the family who found the 
gravestone.  He recalled that about 60 years 
ago, his parents were out for a drive.  After 
passing Tillman Ravine they turned left at 
the crossroads by the Walpack Center 
Cemetery.  It was on that road that they saw a stone 
alongside the road.  His mother thought that flat stone 
would make a great platform for their birdbath, so they 
took it home.  After cleaning it, they discovered it was a 
gravestone.  Not knowing what to do with it, they kept the

stone.  His parents, now deceased, kept the 
gravestone in their possession until their home was 
sold in 2017.  
Shortly after learning about this gravestone, I visited 
the home of the current owner of the property.  
There leaning against their red barn was a 
gravestone with the following inscription: 

OCTO 1776 THEN DYED PD.W. Jr. 
IN The 54 Yr OF HiS AGE

Wondering who the P.D.W. Jr. initials represented, I 
began researching.  The Genealogical Magazine of 
New Jersey volume 40, available at the Sussex 
County Library revealed a 1927 listing of those 
buried in Frankford Plains Cemetery.  There, several 
DeWitts are listed including P.D.W. d. Oct. 1776, in 
54th yr.  What was odd though was that there were 
three gravestones listed in that genealogical magazine 

noted as “Stone gone, 1961,” but the P.D.W., Jr. gravestone was 
not one of those listed as missing in 1961.
A subsequent visit to the Frankford Plains Cemetery revealed that 
those noted as “Stone gone, 1961” were actually erected within the 
DeWitt burial plot, but not the PD.W, Jr., that one was missing.

Not only did Mr. Aber guide the children of Walpack in 
their academic studies, he also worked with them in 
extracurricular activities such as community projects and 
4-H Club activities.  The latter he was recognized by
Rutgers University for his meritorious leadership in 4-H
work for 27 outstanding years.

His civic duties included being treasurer of Walpack 
Township for five years, chairman of the Civilian Defense 
Council during World War II, and president of Walpack 
Volunteer Fire Department.

In 1951, Walpack’s lone grammar school closed and all 
students were transported by bus to the newly established 
Sandyston-Walpack Consolidated School in Layton where 
Mr. Aber became principal as well as teacher of the seventh 
and eighth grades.  With his move to Sandyston-Walpack 
School also came a move into a new home in Layton that 
he built himself.  

Mr. Aber held the unique record of having served the longest 
term of service in a rural school of any teacher in Sussex 
County.  He remained principal/teacher for Sandyston-
Walpack Consolidated School for another 10 years, retiring at 
the end of the 1961 school year.
